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nox Public Health is proud of our commitment to ensure all residents experience optimal health and
a safe environment. In 2023, we launched an equity toolkit designed to educate agencies and
communities on the critical issues of the social determinants of health and health equity. The toolkit
has been shared with six county agencies and 13 local health departments statewide. Our internal
health improvement goals continue our focus on equity into the future. 

Access to medical, dental and behavioral health services in Knox County were expanded with
renovations completed on the Danville Health Center location and our Knox County Dental office.
While renovations on the Strang Glass building were started in July 2023 with plans to be fully
operational in 2024. The new facility will provide convenient downtown medical and behavioral
health services. 

Funding secured from the Ohio Traffc Safety office allowed us to provide 45 scholarships totaling
$15,000 for driver’s education training to income-eligible students. With expectations of these funds
being awarded in 2024 for a continuation of support to families. We committed to creating spaces to
encourage children and families to live active lifestyles. Monetary and planning support was
provided to Centerburg’s Memorial Park playground project. New equipment purchased with the
Creating Health Communities grant fund is scheduled to be installed in the summer of 2024. And we
dedicated efforts to implement the Healthy Eating Research Guidelines at ACTS Pantry in Mount
Vernon to help pantry visitors easily identify healthy food options by looking for the green or "choose
often" labels. These foods have been ranked according to their sodium, added sugar, and saturated
fat content, three nutrients that are known to contribute to increased risk for heart disease. 

We must acknowledge we cannot do this alone. We are grateful for our volunteers, healthcare
providers, first-responders, community partners and residents who are dedicated to addressing
critical health issues affecting Knox County.  Lastly, I would like to personally thank Pam Palm, our
PIO, who retired in 2023 after 25 years of dedicated service. She is a true public health advocate.
